Corner Mirror vs. Plane Mirror (6A10.30)

Location: 57-1L
Concept/Purpose: Reflection From Flat Surfaces

Procedure/Explanation: The corner mirrors device is an arrangement of 3 plane mirrors put together at 90° angles to form a “corner”. The optical result of this arrangement is that any beam of light that enters the corner will be reflected off the mirrors and exit the corner parallel to the direction it entered. This is the type of reflector that was placed on the moon to measure the distance from the earth to the moon.  A plane mirror is set out as well to show the difference.
