



Dioxide Glass (6A65.56)

Location: 67-3R
Concept/Purpose: Thick Lens

Procedure/Explanation: Written on a white sheet of paper in all capital letters are the words DIOXIDE GLASS. The phrase is written three separate times: once with the word "dioxide" in red and the word "glass" in blue, once with both words in blue and once with "dioxide" in blue and glass in "red". All three sets of the words  "DIOXIDE GLASS" are viewed separately through a piece of acrylic rod. The acrylic rod inverts any image that is viewed through it, however only the word glass will appear inverted all three times since all the capital letters in dioxide are symmetric about a vertical inversion.
