



Basketballs and Stick (1F10.25)

Location: 15-5L
Concept/Purpose: Measuring Inertia
Procedure/Explanation: This is a simple demonstration of F=mA. Two basketballs are placed on the lecture table. One ball is filled with air and the other is filled with water. The procedure is to strike each ball with approximately the same force with a stick. The lighter ball acquires a greater acceleration than the heavier ball which agrees with A=F/m keeping F constant.
