Gravity Well (1L20.10)

Location: 13-6C
Concept/Purpose: Orbits
Procedure/Explanation: A metal ring sits on an overhead projector. A piece of plastic wrap is stretched tightly over the ring and a mass placed in the center to create a “gravity well". Steel b.b.'s are then rolled onto the plastic, and they move toward the center-placed mass.  This simulates the effect a gravitational well (created by the larger mass) has on the motion of smaller masses that are in the vicinity of the larger mass..
