Ohio (1D40.10)

Location: 16-6R
Concept/Purpose: Motion of the Center of Mass
Procedure/Explanation: A large piece of foam is cut in the shape of the state of Ohio. A large green LED is placed at the center while three red LED's are placed at various points along the border of the state. Ohio is then thrown through the air with some rotation to show that the green LED, or center of mass, follows a parabolic path while the red LED's rotate around the center of mass.  Turning off all or some of the lights in the classroom helps to illustrate the paths of the LED’s.
