Pile Driver (1M10.20)

Location: 29-left

Concept/Purpose: Work
Procedure/Explanation: The pile driver is a small replica of large industrial pile drivers. A heavy cylinder of iron is placed between two metal rods so that it is able to freely slide up and down. The cylinder is raised to the top manually with a rope and pulley system and dropped by simply letting go of the rope. The usual demonstration is to crush a pop can with the pile driver, however other variations can be done such as driving a nail into a piece of wood or spraying water out of a plastic bottle.
