Concept/Purpose: Central Forces
Procedure/Explanation: This conveys the concept of uniform circular motion.  A battery-operated, propeller-driven plane is suspended from a bench pole by a piece of string.  When the plane is turned on, the force on the plane created by the propeller causes the plane to fly.  But due to the centripetal force of the string, the plane flies in a circular path.
