Radian Disc (1A50.10)

Location: 56-2L
Concept/Purpose: Math Topics
Procedure/Explanation: This consists of a large piece of circular plywood mounted on a ring stand. It is made of wood with a white board coating and can be drawn on using a dry erase marker. A flexible plastic tube or tape measure is used to measure the radius of the circle. The tube or tape measure is then placed along the arc formed by the edge of the circle to show that the angle created is one radian. You can then show that the radius length goes around half the circle 3.14 times.
