Torque Door (1J40.21)

Location: 13-3L
Concept/Purpose: Static Torque
Procedure/Explanation:  A board is hinged to a metal support. The metal support is clamped to the lecture table so that the “door” lies flat on the table. There are 3 eyehooks in the door: one on the very end, one in the middle, and one close to the hinge. A spring is used to lift the door from each eyehook to demonstrate that greater force is needed to lift the door as the lever arm (measured from the hinge) is shortened.
