
Torsional Pendulum (1Q10.22 / 3A10.30)

Location: 18-1R
Concept/Purpose: Moment of Inertia / Pendula
Procedure/Explanation: The torsional pendulum is a flat metal disc mounted at its center to a stiff vertical wire. The disc has holes in it, spaced at different distances from the axis of rotation, so that various sized masses can be mounted. The disc is then rotated by hand and let go allowing it to oscillate as a torsional pendulum.
