



Singing Tube (3D30.70)

Location: 69-right, Q-2L

Concept/Purpose: Standing waves in a tube.
Procedure/Explanation: The singing tube is a long section of stovepipe with a metal screen fixed at one end and the other end open [note: a smaller version is availabe]. The tube is set up vertically with the open end at the top. The metal screen at the bottom is then heated with a bunsen burner to create airflow in the tube. The airflow in turn creates standing waves inside the tube resulting in a loud humming noise.
